Since 2013, records are being administered by the Sistema de 
Información Universitaria (SIU), so the school stopped issuing 
grade reports on their traditional blue safety paper. Instead, 
they have begun preparing the "digital" grade reports on white 
paper which contain a Codigo de Verificacion (verification code) 
that can be entered on the institution's website and 
authenticated.

Here are the steps: 

• Go to: http://www.javeriana.edu.co/servicios-en-linea 

• Click on "Verificacion de Certificados Digitales" located in the 
right-hand column under the heading "Institucionales" 

• Pick the document you are trying to verify ("Certificado de 
Notas") and enter the Codigo de Verificacion that is listed on 
the transcript. 

• Click the "Verificar Certificado" button. A new message will 
pop up and click "Acep". This will download a PDF version of 
the document.

• In order to verify degrees, you only need the student’s name.

• To verify transcripts, you need three pieces of information. 
– certificate number, which is at the top right corner of the 

transcript under the student photo

– student code, which follows the student's name on the transcript

– date of issue, which is at the bottom left of the document

• If it works correctly, it shows the student name and a PDF 
copy of their transcript.

• We have been using thesis databases as confirmation of 
graduation/degree completion, since the thesis tends to be 
the final requirement for most programs across this region. 
This school has a digital repository for the theses at all levels 
of education, from Bachillerato through Doctorado.

• If it is in the database, it says it is valid and allows you to 

download a pdf version of the document that does not have a 

verification code (= null). 

• Also works for incomplete programs

Other Online Student Records

• Almost every university has some type of online student 

records.

• But many of them are only intended for student use and 

not public consumption.

• While some students are happy to share their personal 

login information to facilitate the evaluation process, 

we need to think about our own privacy obligations 

within the field. 

• Do we use that type of information to prepare 

evaluations? Even if we have never seen anything 

approaching “official documentation”?

Internet Archive – Wayback Machine

Let’s you view snapshots of websites from the past. Perfect for researching study plans for 

credit reconstruction, historical recognition status, duration at a certain point in time.  Can  

run the Wayback Machine through Google Translate in order to translate the archived sites. 

Doesn’t work well when you have to actually download an old pdf.

A Tangent about Languages

• Web multilingualism is not a priority in this region. 
When there is a English version of the website, it is 
often the lite version of the site with very little 
content.

• Spanish and Portuguese are not that hard, as languages 
we encounter go, so I always encourage folks to try to 
work in the native language milieu. It will yield more 
fruitful research results. Particularly when you are 
trying to find programmatic content. You will be 
amazed at the number of cognates you recognize, even 
if you know very little of the languages to start.

• Please note that most of these types of resources are 
actually sophisticated mini-applications embedded in 
the website and they don’t always work well with 
translation services like Babelfish or Google Translate.



Looking Ahead!

• The Colombian government is working 
on a national database for degree 
verification. While the scope is 
currently unknown, their other online 
resources are high quality. So this will 
be a welcome addition.

• Brazil, Uruguay, Paraguay, & Argentina 
are working together to develop a 
regional repository of degrees and 
graduates. There are no current 
repository models like this in South 
America, so it will be interesting to 
see if it mimics a regional examining 
board like the CXC or WAEC or if it is 
completely unique and will establish a 
model for future collaborative 
information sharing.



Final Thoughts

• Databases cover multiple levels of education

• Databases can include a variety of results, from simply 
names of degrees to full electronic versions of results

• Databases increase the profile of graduates

• All types of institutions, from individual schools to 
ministries, create this type of resource

• New databases are becoming available all the time
